SPHA Housing Programs  
 
Affordable Housing: Developments are owned by the St. Petersburg Housing 
Authority (SPHA) outright with no federal funding. Residents do not receive 
housing subsidies, but rents are affordably priced and applicants are subject to 
income restrictions.  
 
Public Housing: SPHA owns the property, and the federal government 
provides subsidy. Public housing tenants typically pay 30 percent of their 
monthly income for rent. SPHAõs Public Housing wait list is closed. 

 
Housing Choice Vouchers (commonly known as Section 8): Landlords in the private market own the property,    
and the federal government provides subsidy. Section 8 tenants typically pay 30 percent of their monthly income for rent. 
Section 8 vouchers move with the tenant (portable). SPHAõs Section 8 wait list is closed. 
 
Project-Based Vouchers: These vouchers are similar to Section 8 vouchers, except they are tied to the units (not 
portable). Under the Project-Based Voucher program, the housing authority enters into an assistance contract with the 
owner for specified units and for a specified term. 
 
 

SPHA By the Numbers 
 
While SPHA has reduced our public housing footprint in a federally mandated effort to deconcentrate areas of poverty,       
we are working to increase local affordable housing options through federally funded voucher programs and our affordable 
housing developments.
